The Board of Management of the Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural University in exercise of the powers conferred
under Statute 12(4) of the Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural University Act, 2014, hereby makes and adopts the
following rules for regulating academic activities of undergraduate studies in the University:

Chapter-1

General Aspects and Glossary of Terms

1.1 General

1.1.1

Authority for Making Regulations

The regulations are made as per the provision under the Section 29 of the Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural
University Act-2014 (No. 10 of 2014) and the Statute (40) of the Schedule of Rani Lakshmi Bai Central
Agricultural University, Jhansi, 2014.

Short Title and Commencement

These regulations will be called ‘Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural University Academic Regulations-2015
for Undergraduate studies and shall be applicable to the students admitted during the academic session 2014-
2015 and onwards.

Scope

The provisions made in these regulations shall apply to all Bachelor’s degree programmes offered by the
University except B.V.Sc. & A.H course to which model regulations framed by Veterinary Council of India

(VCI), New Delhi shall apply. However, wherever the VCI regulations are silent, these regulations shall also
apply to B.V.Sc. & A.H programme.

1.1.4 Interpretations

The decision of the Academic Council of the University shall be final and no suit, application, petition, revision
or appeal shall lie in any Court of Law or any authority outside the University in respect of interpretation of these
Regulations.

1.2 Academic year and duration of the degree programmes

1.2.1 The Academic year shall generally commence from last Monday of July of each year. However, Academic
Council has the authority to decide the exact dates and month of commencement and termination of academic
year. An academic year shall be divided into two semesters and shall include inter-semester break.

1.2.2 A semester shall generally consist of 22 weeks and shall have not less than 110 working days including 95 net
instructional days and 15 days for examinations. The study tour shall be organized during inter-semester break.
If, any study tour or such activity needs to be organized during the semester, the loss of instructional days have to
be compensated.

1.2.3  Co-curricular activities shall be organized simultaneously with academic activities after class hours. Loss of
instructional days due to inter class/inter collegiate competitions in sports/games/cultural activities etc. or due to
any other reason shall be compensated by providing additional instructional days. Any change in the notified
schedule of academic year/semester due to any unforeseen situation/reason shall be affected with the approval of
Vice Chancellor and shall be placed before the Academic Council for information.

1.2.4 The minimum number of classes for each one credit of a course shall be 16(sixteen) in a semester.

1.2.5 Minimum and maximum duration of residential requirement for different degree programmes shall be as follows:

UG Degree Programmes Duration of Residential Requirement
Minimum Maximum
B.Sc. (Hons) Agriculture 4 years (8 semesters) 6 years (12 semesters)
B. Sc. (Hons) Horticulture 4 years (8 semesters) 6 years (12 semesters)
B. Sc. (Hons) Forestry 4 years (8 semesters) 6 years (12 semesters)
B.F.Sc. (Hons) 4 years (8 semesters) 6 years (12 semesters)
B.V.Sc. & A.H. 5 years (10 semesters) 7 years (14 semesters)

Note: In case a student fails to complete the degree programme within the maximum duration of residential requirement,
his/her admission shall stand cancelled.
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1.3 Definitions of Academic Terms

1.3.1 Act means the Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural University Act, 2014 (No. 10 of 2014).

1.3.2  Advisor means a teacher of the college nominated by the Dean for counselling academic matters to a group of
students.

1.3.3  Course means a unit of instruction in a discipline carrying specific number and credit(s) and to be covered in a
semester as laid down in detail in the syllabus of a degree programme.

1.3.4  Course content means a concise outline of the subject matter of a course.

1.3.5  Credit means the unit of workload per week for a particular course in theory and practical. One credit of theory
means one clock hour duration and one credit practical means one class of minimum two clock hours’ of
laboratory work or three clock hours’ of field work per week.

1.3.6  Credit load of a student refers to the total number of credits of all courses he/she registers during a particular
semester.

1.3.7  Curriculum means a series of courses selected and designed to provide training to meet the prescribed
requirements for a degree programme.

1.3.8  Grade Point (GP) of a course is a measure of performance. It is obtained by dividing the per cent mark secured
in a particular course by 10, expressed up to second decimal place.

1.3.9  Credit Point (CP) refers to the GP multiplied by the number of credits of the course, expressed up to the second
decimal place.

1.3.10 Grade Point Average (GPA) means the total points earned by a student divided by total number of credits of
all the courses registered in a semester, expressed up to second decimal place.

1.3.11 Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) means the total credit points earned by a student divided by the
total number of credits registered until the end of a semester (all completed semesters), expressed up to second
decimal place.

1.3.12  Over All Grade Point Average (OGPA) means the total credit points earned by a student in the entire degree
programme divided by the total number of credits required for the degree, expressed up to second decimal place.

1.3.13  Result is a measure of performance in a course at the end of the semester. The result of each course registered
shall be declared as follows:

Chapter-2

Admission of Students and Academic Programmes

2.1 Academic Year

An academic year shall be normally from July to June of the following calendar year otherwise required under
special situations. It shall be divided into two academic terms known as semesters. Dates of registration,
commencement of instructions, semester end examination, end of semester and academic year etc. (Academic
Calendar) shall be determined by the University from time to time and notified accordingly by the Registrar in
advance.

2.3 Admission Requirements

2.3.1 The admission of students shall be governed as per the eligibility requirement prescribed by Indian Council of

Agricultural Research for All India Entrance Examination in Agriculture and Allied Sciences (AIEEA) for all
Bachelors’ degree programmes offered by the University except the B.V. Sc. & A.H. course to which model
regulations framed by the VCI shall apply.

Candidates seeking admission to various UG degree programmes of the University must have passed any one of
the qualifying examinations enumerated below securing not less than 50% marks in aggregate for general, OBC
and UPS categories and 40% marks for SC/ST and Physically Challenged categories.

a. B.Sc. (Hons) Agriculture/ B.Sc.(Hons) Horticulture/ B.Sc. (Hons) Forestry/ B.F.Sc (Hons). : Intermediate
(10+2) in Agriculture /Physics, Chemistry, Biology (PCB)/ or Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics, Biology
(PCMB) as per notification issued by ICAR for AIEEA-UG programmes from time to time. Candidates
should have passed 10+2 examination with English as one of the subjects of the study.

b. B.V.Sc. & A.H.: Intermediate (10+2) in English, Physics, Chemistry and Biology as per VCI Minimum
Standards of Veterinary Education (MSVE).

Age and Nationality

Indian Nationals of atleast 17 years of age but not more than 23 years as on 31st of August of the academic year to
which the admission is sought for are eligible to apply for AIEEA. No relaxation of age will be allowed to the
candidates except for SC/ST/PC categories where upper age limit would be relaxable by 5 years.

Selection of candidates for Admission

The selection of candidates for admission shall be made in all UG programmes, except B.V.Sc & A.H., through
AIEEA entrance test conducted by ICAR on the basis of merit of marks and keeping in view the reservation
policies of Government of India.

The date of admission to a Bachelor’s degree programme shall be as per the announcement made in the

Each student, who has been selected on the basis of merit in AIEEA entrance test, seeking admission in the
University, shall submit an application in the prescribed form with the following certificates and documents in
original before the Admission Committee constituted for the purpose.

The Vice-Chancellor reserves the right to refuse the admission to any candidate; despite his/her fulfilment of the
academic requirements for admission on the basis of entrance examination, , whose admission in the opinion of
the Vice-Chancellor shall not be in the best interest of the University (reason to be recorded in writing). The
decision of the Vice-Chancellor shall be final.
The student who is/was dropped from a degree programme of the university on account of poor academic
performance shall be allowed to take admission afresh in other degree programmes by clearing the entrance
examination as in case of others. However, he/she will not be allowed to take admission in the same programme.
In case the student is again dropped on account of poor academic performance, he/she will not be allowed to take
admission in any programme of the University in future.
2.7.21 The first year undergraduate student, who is dropped at the end of academic year on account of poor
academic performance, shall be given one more chance and readmitted to resume his/her studies.
2.7.2.2  That student who left the University or joined the other organization after partial completion of their
degree programmes and is willing to resume/complete their studies shall be allowed to do so.
However, they will have to complete the required course programme within prescribed degree duration.
It is the responsibility of the candidate to furnish full and correct information on the application form. Any
admission made on the basis of wrong, false or concealed information supplied by the candidate or due to any
oversight or error in the Admission Cell and detected subsequent to the admission or joining of the candidate,
would be cancelled at the cost and risk of the candidate.
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2.8 Reservation of Seats for Admission
The number of seats to be reserved for admission to the various Undergraduate programmes will be determined by
Academic Council every year in advance as per the Rules of Govt. of India.

2.9 Cancellation of fresh Admission
In case of a candidate, to whom a seat is offered, fails to take admission within the time given, his/her claim for
admission would stand cancelled and the seat would be offered to the student next on the merit list.

Chapter-3
Enrolment of Students
3.1 Advisement

3.1.1 Students freshly admitted as well as continuing students shall present themselves on the first day of the Semester,
which shall be the date of Registration for the Students unless notified otherwise by the Registrar, for advisement
and shall be assigned in groups to staff advisors by the Dean concerned at the under-graduate level.

3.1.2 The Advisor shall help the under-graduate students in planning the programme of their studies and the choice of
courses. An advisor shall also guide the student in determining the credit load, which he/she can safely and
conveniently carry in each semester and shall advise him/her regarding adding of or withdrawal from the courses
during a semester. Each Advisor shall maintain a close contact with his/her advisees and keep himself/herself
informed of their progress. Problem cases in need of special measures shall be brought to the notice of the
concerned Dean by the Advisor.

3.2 Registration

3.2.1 Following advisement as prescribed above, registration of candidates selected for admission as well as that of
continuing students shall be completed on the first day of the commencement of semester or a scheduled date(s)
notified earlier by the Registrar for each semester.

3.2.2 A student shall not be permitted to register a course unless he/she has cleared its pre-requisite course.

3.2.3 Mode of Registration
Registration shall consist of the following steps:

(i)  Payment of the University fees and other dues and submission of no dues certificate from all concerned.

(ii))  Enrolment of the students in various courses with individual Instructors at a particular place, date and time.

(iii) Depositing the prescribed registration cards/forms, duly filled in and signed by Advisor, Instructors and
other officers concerned with the Registrar within fifteen working days of registration. The registration
cards/ forms shall not be accepted after the due date is over.

3.2.4 Registration of Newly Admitted Students
(i) Registration for the first semester of the first year of a degree programme is a part of admission procedure
and shall be governed by the admission rules.

(ii))  On admission, a student shall be provided four copies of Registration Cards having different colours, one
for the student, one for the Advisor, one for the Dean and one for the Registrar, which shall be filled up
and register for the prescribed courses for the first semester. The Registration Cards shall be signed by the
student, his/her Advisor, the Assistant Registrar (Acad.) and countersigned by the Dean of the College.

(iii) On admission and registration, the student shall be provided with an Identity Card with his photograph.
The Identity Card shall be returned to the College, when the student leaves the College after
completion/discontinuation of the course.

(iv) Each newly admitted student shall be given an Admission Number by the Dean of the College concerned
and this Admission Number shall continue till allotment of Registration Number by the Registrar.

(v)  Admission of new students failing to register in the prescribed manner on the appointed date is liable to be
cancelled and the seats so fallen vacant shall be offered to the next candidates in the waiting list.

(vi) In the event of a newly admitted student being permitted by the Vice-Chancellor to register late, he/she
shall pay late registration fee as prescribed under Regulation 3.2.6 (i) for continuing students, unless
exempted by the Vice-Chancellor.

Note:  An Orientation Programme shall be organized by the Dean of the College for the benefit of
the newly admitted students immediately after the commencement of the semester.
3.2.5 Registration of continuing students
On successful completion of a semester, the continuing students shall register for the subsequent semester on the
date specified in the Academic/Semester Calendar or specifically notified. The following procedure shall be
adopted while registering for the second and subsequent semesters of the degree programme:
i.  Submission of no dues certificate from all the Departments and units of the College
ii.  Payment of prescribed fees.
iii.  Submission of the prescribed Registration Cards duly filled in and signed by all concerned.

Late Registration Fee

i. A continuing student who does not register on the scheduled day of registration shall be required to pay
late registration fee at the rate of Rs. 50/- for the first day and Rs. 100/- for each subsequent day till the
registration is completed as prescribed.

ii. A student may be exempted from the payment of late registration fee by the Vice-Chancellor where
he/she is convinced that the student is late for circumstances beyond his/her control.

ili.  Normally students will not be sponsored to participate in any state/ national/ international or inter-
university competitions in games and sports, cultural or any other co-curricular activity during the
period of examination and registration. However, in case of exigencies, the student shall be permitted to
register within three days of reaching the college campus after participating in the co-curricular
programme without fine on the recommendation of Dean of the College/ Student Welfare Officer

Last day of Registration

The registration of continuing students shall not be permitted beyond 10 working days from the scheduled date of
registration in each semester unless allowed by the Vice-Chancellor with the late registration fee mentioned in
Regulation 3.2.6. No student shall be permitted to register after expiry of 15 working days from the date of
registration under any circumstances.

Summary Cancellation of Registration

The Vice-Chancellor may summarily cancel the registration of any student or group/batch/classes of students
who indulge(s) in acts of indiscipline, misconduct, violation of rules and regulation of the University, strikes,
absence from class (es) without permission or without any valid reason or in whose cases the Vice-Chancellor
has reasons to believe that their continuance in the University would not be in the best interest of the University.
Suspension of Registration

i.  The registration of a student may also be suspended by the Vice-Chancellor or the Dean of the college
concerned or the Dean of Student Welfare either at his discretion or on the recommendations of the
Disciplinary Committee pending enquiry or on the receipt of a report from the Warden or a faculty member
that the student concerned has committed an act of indiscipline as defined under the regulation. A student
whose registration has been suspended as above may also be ordered to vacate the hostel and leave the
campus if such a measure is deemed necessary by the authority passing the order of suspension in the
interest of academic discipline and peace on the campus.

ii. The period of suspension under this regulation shall not exceed 15 days except in cases in which the Vice-
Chancellor or the Dean of the college has reasons to believe that the proceedings of the Disciplinary
Committee cannot be concluded during this period or where it is felt that the enquiry by the Discipline
Committee needs to be held in abeyance so as not to prejudice the proceedings in court cases involving the
alleged commission of a serious crime or an offence under the laws of the Country or the state involving
moral turpitude.

3.2.10 Registration necessary for award of grade

In case a student studies a course without registering in the prescribed manner, he/she will not be awarded any
grade in that course.

3.2.11 Credit Load in a Semester

The course credits (Theory & Practical) to be registered in a semester shall not be generally less than 15 and
more than 23 excluding non-credit courses. The number of courses in the semester may vary depending on the
credits allotted to different courses. Tutorial classes can be conducted to help the needy students/ class as a
whole for which there shall not be any credit or compulsory attendance.

3.3 Withdrawal of Students from the University

Every enrolled student shall be required to register at the beginning of each semester till the completion of his/her
degree programmes. Withdrawal will be subject to conditions mentioned on the regulations thereon.

Temporary Withdrawal

No student will be permitted to drop first semester of his/her first year of the course. However, the Vice-

Chancellor may permit the dropping of the I semester of the I year on the recommendations of the Dean of the

college concerned in exceptional circumstances as specified below:

a.  Prolonged illness of self: The student has to submit an application for temporary withdrawal on health
grounds along with a certificate from a Medical Officer, not below the rank of Assistant Surgeon stating
clearly that the student is hospitalized or advised complete rest for a period on account of which his/her
attendance are likely to fall short of 75% and he/she is likely to miss or has missed examination as well as
makeup thereof. The application on this ground duly supported by the relevant certificate(s) is to be made
within 7 days from the last day of hospitalization. No application beyond this period shall be considered.

b.  Serious accident of the self: The student has to submit an application along with a medical certificate to the
effect that he is unable to attend classes for a specified period for availing temporary withdrawal from the
degree programme.

c. Unfortunate death of parent (s) or any other unforeseen circumstances, which in the opinion of Vice-
Chancellor are fit reasons for allowing a student to drop a semester.

A student may be permitted to drop the II semester only on the condition that he/she was not placed on Academic
Probation after the first semester final examination. Under no circumstances a student who was permitted to drop
the I semester shall be allowed to drop the II semester.

The Vice-Chancellor may, on the recommendation of Advisor, Dean of the College concerned, permit temporary
discontinuance of studies for a maximum period of two semesters of the total duration of a degree programme.

A student after availing the facility of temporary withdrawal shall obtain permission from the Registrar for
registration and shall register in the semester from which he discontinued along with his junior batch students and
take courses prevailing at the time of registration.

3.3.2 Permanent Withdrawal

On the completion of the degree programme, the student shall leave the University after submitting no dues
certificates from all concerned viz. Hostel wardens, I/C College/ University Library, I/C College/University
Sports and Co-curricular activities, all the Departments and other units of the college/ Campus.

A student may get his/her admission cancelled and leave the University permanently before completion of the
degree programme with submission of an application to the Registrar through the Dean of the College stating
the reason(s) of leaving the University and submitting no dues certificate from all concerned as specified in
regulation.

Refund of caution money, other dues if any, documents submitted at the time of admission, grade card, and
conduct certificate etc. shall be issued to the student on the payment of prescribed fees and after he/she submits
no dues certificates from all concerned as mentioned in regulation.

The University shall follow the model syllabus as prescribed by the ICAR for all the Undergraduate degree
programmes except for B.V.Sc. &A.H, where the syllabus prescribed by VCI (MSVE-2008) shall be followed.
The courses to be offered in particular semester shall be finalized by Board of Studies and discussed in the
meeting with the concerned faculty. The recommendations of the Board of Studies shall be placed before the
Academic Council for approval. The Registrar will then notify the courses to be offered.

Head of the Department shall nominate and assign the course teachers for different courses offered by the
Department in a semester and shall monitor the progress.

Work Experience /Training Programme

The work experience and training programme shall form an integral part of the degree programme. The details
of such programme shall be developed by the concerned faculty and notified by the Registrar after approval of
the Academic Council.

3.5 Course Credit Requirements for Different Degree Programmes

The course credit requirements for undergraduate programmes shall be based on the model syllabus as prescribed by
the ICAR/VCI with minor changes to meet the regional needs.

Two study tours, including an all India tour, for students shall be undertaken during the period of each degree
programme and shall be organized in the semester breaks between first and second semester of third year and
fourth year preferably for a duration of 12/21 days. It is mandatory for all the students to participate in the study
tour programmes.

Each study tour shall carry one credit and grading shall be done as satisfactory (S) if 50% or more marks secured
or unsatisfactory (US) if marks secured are less than 50%.

The places/ institutions of visits shall be of academic interest of the students of the degree programme concerned
and shall be decided by the committee consisting of all Head of the Departments under the chairmanship of the
Dean of the College with due approval from the competent authority of the University.

Each student shall submit a report on study tour within 15 days from the date of return and face a viva-voce
examination conducted by a panel of three teachers of the college nominated by the Dean.

3.8 Students’ Attendance

Each course teacher shall maintain a Students’ Attendance Register in each semester in the format prescribed by
the University.

All the students of a degree programmes shall be required to attend 80 % of the classes held in a course during
the semester in order to be eligible to appear in the final semester examination.

3.8.3 The percentage of attendance of a student in a course in a semester shall be computed on the basis of the total

number of lectures, practical and tutorials attended by him/her and those actually held between the date of
commencement of instructions and the date of closing of instruction, irrespective of the date of registration or the
duration of leave granted to him/her provided that attendance in respect of the student representing the University
in games and sports, debates etc. outside the campus shall be calculated after ignoring the period which they
spent outside the campus on due authorization by the Dean of the College concerned and Dean Student Welfare
subject to the condition that such authorized absence should normally not exceed 7 days in a semester and further
that no condo-nation even under this clause shall be allowed below 75%.

The Dean of the College on the recommendation of the course teacher and Head of the Department may condone
the shortage of attendance up to five percent (5%) on valid grounds and allow students with an attendance of 75
% or more to appear in the final examination.

The Vice-Chancellor may, on the recommendation of Instructor/Advisor/Dean concerned, condone shortage in
attendance upto 10% in a course(s) in exceptional circumstances and allow students with an attendance of 70% or
more to appear at the final examination.

A candidate admitted to any UG programme and registered for the courses shall not be permitted to drop the
programme during the first semester except for the circumstances as stated under the clause 3.3.1. If the student
does so, the admission stands cancelled.

If a candidate admitted to any UG programme fails to complete at least one course other than seminar/ research
with grade depicted symbol other than “SA” or “F” during the first semester, the admission will stands cancelled.
The students admitted to UG programme shall produce Migration Certificate from the Board/ the University last
attended by them or from where they had their intermediate (10+2) education, failing which their admission shall
be invalid and shall be cancelled.

If the student discontinues studies without prior permission of the University, the student’s admission stands
cancelled.

The admission of any student can be cancelled any time, if his conduct has been found unbecoming of a student,
on disciplinary ground.
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Chapter -4
Conduct of Examination, Evaluation and Grading System
4.1 Examination System

The examination system shall be a combination of 50% internal and 50% external components or as prescribed by
ICAR from time to time.

4.2 [Examination Schedule and weightage

4.2.1 The weightage to theory and practical classes will be in the same proportion as theory and practical credits allotted
to different courses.

4.2.2 Total marks obtained for a course for practical and theory examination shall be added and converted into
percentage for working out the grade point. Keeping this in view, the schedule and weightage to different
examinations shall be as follows:

4.2.3 Grade Point: Ten point grading system will be adopted with minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) of 5.00 for
passing a subject and overall Grade Point Average (OGPA) of 6.00 for obtaining a degree.

4.2.4 Calculation of Percentage of Marks and Grade point: Marks secured in a course in theory and practical shall
be multiplied by number of theory credit(s) and practical credit(s) of the course respectively and added together.
This sum then shall be divided by the total credits (Theory + Practical) of the said course to get percentage of
marks, which shall be divided by 10 to obtain Grade Point (GP)

4.2.5 Duration of Examination: Time and date for Quiz (continuous evaluation) shall be fixed by the course
instructor during the regular class of the course, except one unannounced quiz. The mid-term theory, end term
theory and practical examination shall be fixed by the Dean/ Registrar. The duration of Examination will be as

follows:
i.  Mid Term theory Examination - 1.00 Hours
ii. End Term theory Examination - 2.30 Hours
iii. End Term Practical Examination - 3.00 hours

4.3 Examination Superintendent

The Deans of Colleges or their nominees shall act as Superintendent of Examinations for the respective Colleges
and shall be responsible for the proper conduct of supervision of the examinations.

4.4 Appointment of Question Paper Setters and External Examiners

4.4.1 The teacher offering the course shall be the examiner for the mid-term examinations and quizzes and internal
examiner for the end term practical examination. However, under special circumstances, the Dean can nominate
another teacher for midterm and/or practical examinations and quizzes.

4.4.2 For the end term (final) theory and practical examinations, the question paper setter and external examiner for
practical examination of each course shall be appointed by the Vice- Chancellor on the recommendation of the
Dean of the college as per the following guidelines:

i The person(s) nominated for external examinations or as question paper setter should preferably be
serving/retired senior teacher(s) of college/ university or scientist(s) of reputed research institutes.
ii. The Head of the Department shall submit a panel of five names with detailed address to act as Question

paper setter/ External Examiner for the end term examination to the Dean The Dean shall add two names
of external examiners for each subject and consolidate the list of all examiners for a semester and shall

submit the same to the Vice-Chancellor for approval, at least three months before the preparatory break
for the final (end term) examination.

iii.  The panel after approval shall be valid for all examination of that particular semester including special
and make up examinations.

iv.  The paper-setters/ examiners/ invigilators/ teachers shall not accept the assignment to set the question
papers; conduct examination/ evaluation/ invigilation (in the particular examination) etc. or teach the
course where their immediate blood relation may be a student.

\2 The question setter and answer book evaluator for the end term theory examination may or may not be
the same person but generally they should be from the same panel. However, the Vice Chancellor may
nominate a question setter/evaluator from outside the panel also.

Question Pattern and Question Setting

Question Pattern

For theory examination (both mid-term and end-term examinations), the question paper shall consist of 40%
objective, 30% short answer type and 30% descriptive (long answer type) questions.

Question Setting

i. The internal examiner, for the mid-term theory examination, shall submit two sets of questions covering 50%
of the syllabus of the course at least 5 days before the commencement of examination to the Dean of the
college through the Head of the Department.

ii. The external question paper setter shall submit two independent sets of question papers for the end term
theory examination covering the full course as per the syllabus at least 30 days before the commencement of
the examination.

Moderation of Question Paper

The Dean, at his discretion, may select one of the two sets of question papers for the mid-term/end-term
examinations. However, the Dean of the College may appoint a single moderator or a board of moderators not
exceeding three in number as per requirement. The moderator(s) shall review the question papers on the date of
examination thirty minutes before the distribution of question paper in a closed room identified by the Dean for
the purpose. Any correction needed will be conveyed to the examinees and any discrepancy in the question
paper in respect of syllabus noticed will be conveyed to the Registrar/ Coordinator Examinations in a written
report.

Preparatory break
The students shall be allowed to avail a period of three days as preparatory break prior to the date of

commencement of end term examination. This break shall be part of 15 days earmarked for examinations and
shall not be at the cost of instructional days.

4.7 Conduct of Examinations

Both mid-term and end-term examinations shall be conducted centrally and will be notified by the Dean of the
College concerned.

The dates/period of each examination shall be as per the Academic/ semester calendar notified by the Registrar.
Ordinarily, there should not be any deviation in the dates/period of examination specified in the
Academic/Semester Calendar. However, the Dean, to his/her satisfaction of any valid reason(s), may change the
examination schedule to a maximum period of seven days, with intimation to the Registrar.

The answer books of the end-term theory examination shall be evaluated by the external examiners after the final
practical examinations.

The external examiners shall submit the answer books after evaluation to the Dean’s Office along with the mark
list of both theory and practical examinations. External Examiner should ensure that all the answers in the answer
book are evaluated and the allotted marks are counted.

The answer books of both end-term theory and practical examinations shall not be returned to the students and
preserved by the Dean for one year from the date of declaration of the results.
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4.9

Assessment of Students for Work Experience/ Training Programme/Experiential Learning

4.9.1 The Work Experience/Training Programme, which carries 20 course credits, shall be assessed for 17 credits on

continuous basis during the semester as satisfactory/unsatisfactory by the Training In-charge at the place of
training and the Teacher In-charge of the training programme of the College concerned. The remaining 3 credits
shall be assessed on 10 points scale for which there shall be an end- term examination.

4.9.2 An assessment Committee consisting of the following shall be constituted by the Dean of the college concerned

and this Committee shall conduct the examination for 3 credits for those students who have earned satisfactory
grade in 17 credits assessed during the Training programme:

i.  The Dean or his nominee not below the rank of Professor/ Associate Professor.

ii. Teacher In-charge of Work Experience/Training Programme.

iii. External Examiner (to be appointed by the Dean with the approval of the Vice Chancellor)

4.9.3 Assessment of students for work experience/ Training Programme for 3 credits shall consist of two components.

viz, evaluation of work done report of the individual students giving due consideration to the remarks of the
Training In-Charge at the place of training and the teacher In-Charge of the training programme at the College,
and viva — voce with the allotment of marks as follows:

i Work done report 60 marks

ii. Viva — Voce 40 marks

4.9.4 The committee shall assess and award the marks to a student on each of the two components of the examination

separately.

.1  Grading System: For each course, a student shall be graded on 10 point scale and his GP/GPA/CGPA/OGPA
shall be notified.

.2 Qualifying marks (grades) and academic probation

i. A student shall secure qualifying marks of 50% separately in theory and practical and earn grade point of 5.00
on 10 point scale in each course to pass the course.

ii. The minimum GPA/CGPA/OGPA required for promotion to the next semester/ to complete the degree
programme shall be 6.00.

iii. Student securing “F” grade in more than two courses in a semester shall not be promoted to the next semester
and he/she should be put on academic probation.

iv. The student on academic probation shall be allowed to appear in the special examination in that particular
course/courses in which he /she has failed within 30 days of commencement of the semester.

v. The special examination shall be conducted centrally. An external examiner shall be appointed by the Dean out
of approved panel in theory only for 50 marks and for duration of two hours. However, if the student has failed
in final practical examination then special examination will be conducted for 70 marks involving external
examiner.

vi. The results of special examination shall be declared normally within 15 days of the examination and if the
student secures 50% or more marks separately in theory and practical in failed course(s) (one or two courses as
the case may be) he/she shall be declared out of probation or otherwise he/she will be reverted back and his/her
registration for the semester shall be cancelled.

vii. In case, if a student clears one subject and fails in other, he/she shall continue his/her present semester and can
register for failed course with the junior batch students as and when that course is offered.

.3. Detention of students

i. A student securing less than 6.00 GPA/CGPA at the end of any semester shall not be allowed to go to the next
semester till he/she clears the semester.

ii. A student securing CGPA of 6.00 or more but having ‘F’ grade in more than two courses in a semester shall be
detained.

iii. A student falling short of attendance and unable to clear the semester shall be placed on academic probation.
iv. A student on academic probation if fails to secure 50% or more marks both in theory and practical separately in

Students detained for shortage of attendance in a semester (except that in first semester) shall be allowed to take
re-registration for the same semester in the next academic year after paying the semester fees.

Students detained in the first semester due to shortage of attendance or failure to clear atleast one course after
appearing in the examination shall not be allowed to re-register and their admission shall stand cancelled.

Arrangement of Sick Bed

On recommendation of the College/University Medical Officer, a student may be permitted by the Dean to appear
in any examination on sick bed at the medical unit of the College.

A student remaining absent from mid-term/ end-term examinations of one or more than one course on the
ground of his/her illness and hospitalization or death of his/her parent(s)/ spouse, attending interview (for final
year students, i.e., if his/her degree is to be completed within next semester only), attendance in court case(s),
participation in national level competitions, organized by various central agencies may be allowed to appear in
special examination by the Dean of the college on the recommendation of student’s Advisor and Course
Teacher, provided that:

a. The concerned student(s) submits application to the Dean within three days of missed examination.

b. He/she submits medical certificate in case of his/ her illness from the College/University Medical

Officer.
c. He/she gives sufficient proof of other reasons of absence indicated above.

Manner of Make-up Examination

i The students missing the mid-term examination has to appear in the make-up examination within 15 days
from the date of missed examination. The date(s) of the make-up examination shall be notified by the
Dean of the concerned College and the student(s) shall have one chance for such examination.

ii  The student(s) missing the end term examination shall appear in the make-up examination of the
concerned course(s) within 15 days of commencement of the next semester as notified by the Dean of the
College

iii Such student will have only one chance to appear in the make-up examination.

iv  In end-term make up examination, external system of examination and evaluation shall be adopted for
both theory and practical examinations.

v The marks secured by student(s) in the make-up examination shall be counted, for computing grade point.

Performance Classification

A student shall be eligible for the award of degree provided he/she has passed all the prescribed courses for the
particular degree programme and secured minimum OGPA 6.00 at the end of final semester including work
experience/training programme. The successful candidates of the degree programme shall be awarded the degree
classes and distinction based on their performance as follows:

OGPA range Performance description
8.50 and above 1st class with distinction*
7.50 to 8.49 1st Class
6.00 to 7.49 II Class

*Students securing OGPA of 8.50 or more without being on academic probation and without any repeat
examination in any semester and completing the degree programme in the minimum stipulated duration shall
be awarded “ First class with Distinction” A student getting OGPA of 8.50 or more, but not fulfilling any
one of these requirements shall be awarded only “first class”.

Award of Merit Certificates
University Merit Certificates shall be awarded by the University to the students for outstanding scholastic
performance at the undergraduate level. This certificate shall be awarded to the student making a scholastic grade

point average of 8.500 or above out of 10.000 for the year of award.

No Student who is on Conduct Probation during the year of award shall be eligible for these merit certificates.
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4.14.2 In order to be eligible for the University Merit Certificate a student must have earned at least 34 credits or the
student must have completed the entire course programme for his/her group or batch of students during the
academic year.

4.14.3  For purposes of determination of eligibility of the students for all these awards, the grades, as recorded in the
Registrar’s Office shall be considered authentic.

4.14.4 The Deans of various Faculties shall award the University Merit Certificate(s) at their level to the students at the
end of each academic year on the basis of the list of eligible students which will be prepared and supplied by the
Registrar’s Office and verified by the Dean concerned. The University Merit Certificate shall have the
signatures of Dean, Registrar and Vice-Chancellor.

4.15 University Gold Medal

4.15.1 University Gold medal shall be awarded to a student of each degree programme, who secures the first rank
among the successful candidates with overall grade Point average (OGPA) of not less than 8.50/10 in the said
degree programme.

4.15.2 In order to be eligible for the award, a graduating student should have completed all requirements for the degree
consecutively within the minimum period of time prescribed for the degree without repeating any
examination/course and/or obtaining ‘F’ grade in any course and/or by improving grade in any course.

4.15.3 A student who had been on academic and/or conduct probation at any time during his/her residency in Rani
Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural University shall not be eligible for the award of University Gold Medal.

4.15.4 If more than one student completing the graduation in a particular degree programme secures the same OGPA,
the medal shall be awarded to each of the candidate securing equal marks.

4.16 Transcript and Provisional Certificate

4.16.1 On declaration of the final semester results of the degree programme, the transcript containing semester wise
detailed academic attainments along with final OGPA of individual students shall be prepared by the concerned
college and submitted to the University for verification and approval.

4.16.2 The transcript, thus verified for all the students in the University and duly approved shall be transmitted to the
respective Deans. The Dean of the College shall issue the final transcript to the students on receiving the
necessary fee for the purpose and no dues certificate.

4.16.3 4.16.4 A Provisional Degree Certificate (PDC) in the prescribed format shall be issued to the students, who
have fulfilled all the academic requirements for the award of the Degree, on payment of prescribed fee for the
purpose and after receiving no dues certificate, under the signature of Registrar, pending approval of Academic
Council.

4.17 Convocation and Degree certificate

4.17.1 Annual convocation for award of degree shall be held regularly in accordance with the provisions made in the
Act and Statutes of the University and as per the decision of the Academic Council duly approved by the Board
of Management.

4.17.2 The Registrar shall issue the notification each year prescribing the last date for receiving the application for
conferment of degree during ensuing convocation from the candidates, who have completed their degree
requirements by that year.

4.17.3 The students completing the degree programme successfully and exhibiting good conduct during the course of
their study as certified the Dean of the College shall submit application to the Registrar through the Dean for
admitting to the degree in person or in absentia.

4.17.4 The convocation fee shall be collected at the time of issuing provisional degree certificate.

4.17.5 The students declared eligible for the particular degree and duly approved by the Academic Council shall be
admitted to the said degree and degree certificate in the prescribed form shall be presented to them in the
convocation.

4.17.6 The graduates who fail to apply for admittance to the degree either in person or in absentia shall also be
admitted to the concerned degree, if they are eligible otherwise and shall be issued degree certificate after
receiving a written request from the concerned graduates along with prescribed fee.

4.18 Amendment or Cancellation of Results

Any time before or after the award of the Degree, if it is found that the result of a candidate has been vitiated by
malpractice, fraud or improper conduct, where by the student has been benefitted, the Academic council and
Board of Management have the power at any time, notwithstanding the award of the degree, to amend the result of
such candidate including cancellation of the result and to pass such order as may deem fit.

Chapter-5
Fees, Scholarships and Remuneration for Examination work
5.1. Fees

5.1.1 For new admissions
a. Students selected for admission to the first semester of first year shall pay the admission fee and all other one
time fees, and semester fees on the day of admission. The Students shall be allowed to register only after
payment of all the fee prescribed by the University from time to time.
b. The students discontinuing their study after admission/registration shall not be eligible for refund to any fees
other than the caution money/security deposits.
c. Caution money/security deposits of the students shall be refunded at the time of leaving the college after
producing no dues certificate
5.1.2. For Continuing Students
a. The students registering to the second and subsequent semesters shall pay the prescribed semesters fees on
the day of registration, failing which registration will not be allowed.
Late registration of the continuing students is governed by the regulation at 3.2.6.
c. At the time of payment of semester fees for registration to the second and subsequent semester, the student
shall produce his Identity Card and no dues certificate from all concerned.
d. A student registering with junior batch of students shall pay the semester fees applicable to the junior batch
in that particular semester in which he/she registers.

5.1.3. Miscellaneous fees
Students shall pay fees for various certificates and other related fees including premium for medical insurance as
prescribed by the University.

5.2. National Talent Scholarship

The National Talent Scholarship (NTS) at the rate of Rs.1,000/- per month or as revised by ICAR from time to time shall
be available to all undergraduate students admitted in the University through All-India Entrance Examination for various
UG programmes in Agriculture or allied sciences conducted by ICAR. The students admitted through competitive
examination conducted by VCI for admission to BVSc. & AH shall also be eligible for NTS.

5.2.1 General Guidelines for Award

i The Scholarship will be awarded initially for a period of one year from the date the student actually takes
admission in the University for pursuing undergraduate degree in agriculture and related disciplines with both
course work and practical leading to the award of Bachelor’s Degree. The scholarship is renewable for the
remaining duration of the undergraduate degree programme subject to his/her maintenance of good academic
performance and conduct as certified by Dean of the College.

ii. A student is eligible for the scholarship provided he/she:-

a. Takes up studies in approved courses on a whole time basis and does not take up any job even on part
time basis.

b. Maintains merit and good conduct. Does not remain absent without prior permission and does not
participate in any agitation/strike etc. during the period.

c. Does not accept any other financial assistance/scholarship during the course of undergraduate study.

d. Does not leave his/her course of study within one month of the admission otherwise no scholarship
shall be paid to him/her.

e. Does not subsequently change the initial subject allocated for which he/she has been awarded the NTS
during his studies.

5.2.2. Mode of Payment

i The payment of scholarship shall be made to the Dean of the College who would disburse to the student after
verification of required documents.
ii. The payment of scholarship shall not be made directly to the student.
iii. The scholarship shall commence from the month a student joins the College / University / Institution and shall
continue upto the end of the degree programme.

5.2.3. The awardee shall get his/her scholarship on a monthly basis at the end of each month and Clear Promotion to
the next class and secure an OGPA/CGPA of atleast 7.00 out of 10.00 (6.50/10.00 for SC/ST).
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5.2.4  The scholarship shall be discontinued if the eligible OGPA/CGPA is not maintained at the end of first year of
study and no relaxation shall be provided. The awardee must clear all papers in each semester. In case, the
awardee fails in any paper at any stage the scholarship shall be stopped forthwith. Scholarship will be
discontinued if the awardee does not appear in regular examination. No scholarship shall be paid for the period
of strike, if any.

5.3. Examination Remuneration

As the University has adopted external component in the examination and evaluation system, following remuneration
shall be paid to the external faculty experts for examination related works or as amended from time to time.

Chapter-6

Maintenance of Discipline
6.1 Authority for Maintenance of Discipline

The Deans of concerned colleges shall deal with all the acts of students’ indiscipline in the College campus including
hostels, libraries, play grounds or any other place in the campus.

6.2 Disciplinary Board/ Committee
There shall be a Disciplinary Board at university level and a Disciplinary Committee at college level as detailed below.

6.2.1 Disciplinary Board

i Director of Education (Ex-Officio) Chairman

ii. ~ Two Deans nominated by the Vice Chancellor Member

iii. Registrar (Ex-officio) Member Secretary
Note:

a. Dean of the College concerned, where act of indiscipline took place, shall be co-opted as a member.
b. The term of the Disciplinary Board shall be for a period of twoyears from the date of notification.

6.2.2 Disciplinary Committee

i Dean of the College Chairman
ii. Three senior most Heads of Department/I/C of Member
Departments nominated by the Dean
iii.  Students Welfare Officer Member Secretary
Note:

a. If the case pertains to academic issues, Assistant Registrar (Academic) shall be co-opted as a member.
b. If the matter pertains to hostel, concerned Hostel Warden shall be co-opted as member.
c. The term of the Disciplinary Committee shall be for a period of two years from the date of notification.

6.3 Acts of Indiscipline

6.3.1 All students of the University shall maintain discipline and good conduct, and shall not indulge in such activities,
which may cause breach of indiscipline in the college/university campuses.
6.3.2 Generally the following activities shall constitute the acts of indiscipline:
i. Ragging of any type, either physically or mentally to fellow student(s) in any place of the college campus or
outside including Hotels, playgrounds, Library etc. as defined under UGC Regulations on Curbing the Menace
of Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions, 2009.
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ii. Damaging or threatening to damage any property of the College/ University.

iii. Misbehaviour/disrespect to officers, teaching and non-teaching staff of the college/ University.

iv. Keeping or using intoxicants, drugs and liquor or persuading others for consumption of liquor, drugs etc.

v. Any form of gambling.

vi. Use of University/ College or Hostel premises for the purpose other than meant for without permission of
the competent authority.

vii. Demonstration in any form including unlawful processions, recourse to violence, assault, rioting, strike,
hunger strike etc.

viii. Keeping fire-arms/ weapons in the hostel or any other place in the campus.

ix. Disturbing other students in their studies.

Xx.  Breach of law of the Country or State and rules and regulations of the University.

xi.  Any other act of student(s) which may be considered as an act of indiscipline by the College/University

Authorities.

6.4. Award of Punishment for Breach of Discipline

For breach of discipline, the University may impose any of the following punishments or combination of
punishments on any student(s) on the recommendations of the Disciplinary Committee/Disciplinary Board. The
university will inform the parents/guardian of the student about the punishment imposed.

Monetary fine
The Dean of the College can impose monitory fine up to Rs. 1000/-to any student involved in an act of
indiscipline.

Reprimand on Record

This shall consist of warning to the defaulting student(s) indicating the particular indiscipline committed and not
to repeat any act of indiscipline in future. This shall be recorded in the student’s permanent record/file maintained
in the college and the University.

Conduct Probation
This shall consist of placing the student on the conduct probation with a warning that one more incident of act of
indiscipline might lead to his expulsion from the University. The conduct probation shall be noted on the
permanent record/file of the student concerned and shall be in-force for one year from the date of communication
to the student(s). During the period of conduct probation, the student shall not be allowed:

i.  Torepresent the College/ University in games, sports, cultural programmes etc. outside the University.

ii. To hold responsibility as office bearer in Student’s Council/ any student body.

iii. The Dean of the concerned college may recommend to withhold any scholarship/free ship that might be

sanctioned by the University/ICAR or any other Govt. Organization.

Temporary Expulsion

i. The student(s) shall be expelled from the University for a minimum period of one semester and he/she
shall leave the University including the hostel immediately after the decision of temporary expulsion is
communicated to him/her. The period of temporary expulsion shall be entered in the permanent record of
the student (s).

ii. The student(s) awarded with the punishment of temporary expulsion shall be readmitted to the University
after the expiry of the expulsion period on his written request and undertaking that he/she shall not commit
any act of indiscipline in future.

Rustication
The student shall be rusticated from the University and his/her punishment shall be entered in the permanent
record, semester report, and transcript of the student, who shall be debarred from re- admission to the University.

Closure of the College/ Cancellation of the semester/ academic year
In case of en-mass organized and prolonged indiscipline by the students of a college(s), the Dean shall make day
to day report to the University. If the agitation continues for a week or more, the Dean in consultation with the
Disciplinary Committee shall make suitable recommendations to the University, which may decide following
course of action:

i. Closure of the College sine die.

ii. Cancellation of the semester or academic year for any class of the College or of the College as a whole.
The punishment awarded under clauses 6.4.5and 6.4.6may be communicated to the Academic Council and Board
of Management at the earliest possible opportunity.

Appellate Authority

The Vice chancellor shall be appellate authority. All powers relating to discipline and disciplinary action in relation
to students of the University shall vest in the Vice-Chancellor. If an appeal is made to him, he may reduce/enhance
the punishment, after review of the case. The decision of the Vice Chancellor shall be final and binding on the
student(s).

A Student appearing in the mid-term or end-tem examinations shall carry his/her identity card to the examination
hall and shall show the same to invigilator, teacher in-charge of the examination and the Dean of the College,
when asked for.
The examination hall shall be opened 15 minutes earlier on the first day and 10 minutes on the subsequent days
to the commencement of the examination. A student arriving in the examination hall 15 minutes after the
commencement of examination shall not be allowed to sit in the examination.
The examinees shall occupy their respective allotted seat at least five minutes before the scheduled examination
time.
No examinee shall be allowed to go out of the examination hall within 30 minutes from the time of
commencement of examination.
The examinees shall follow strictly the instructions written on the cover page of the answer books, which will be
supplied by the college authorities duly authenticated. If additional sheets are required, those shall also be
authenticated by the college authority before issuing to the examinee. Unused pages from the answer book/
additional sheets should not be removed by the examinee.
No examinee shall take any book, note, unauthorized chits/ sheets of papers, mobile phone or any other
incriminating material to the examination hall.
Use of unfair Means
The following activities of the examinees in the examination halls shall be considered as adoption of unfair means:
i.  Helping other examinees or getting help from others verbally, through gestures or by any other means.
ii. Making an appeal to the examiner for help in the answer book or trying to influence examiner by any
means.
iii. Possession and/or use of any incriminating material (s)
iv. Creating disturbance for other examinees by consulting or attempting to consult with them, offering his
answer books/ incrementing materials to others or receiving the answer books/ incrementing from others.
v. Misbehaviour with invigilator(s) in the examination hall or non-co-operation with him in discharging his
duties.
Disciplinary Actions for Adoption of Unfair Means in Examinations
The Dean of the concerned College shall deal with the cases of adoption of unfair means in examinations
(clause 6.7.1) as per the provisions of clause 6.4 pertaining to the Award of Punishment for breach of discipline
as per the following procedure:

i. The invigilator concerned shall seize the answer book along with incriminating materials, if any, and
report the case(s) of adoption of unfair means along with a written statement of the concerned student and
incriminating material (if any) to the Dean of the College on the day of occurrence of the incident.

ii. In case the defaulting student refuses to give a written statement even after persuasion by the invigilator,
he/she shall be asked to record in writing his/her refusal to give a statement. If the student refuses to do
even that, the fact of refusal, shall be recorded duly witnessed at least by another invigilator/ teacher and
submitted along with answer book and incriminating material(if any) to the Dean of the College. The
student shall be provided new answer book and allowed to write.

iii. The Dean shall call for explanation from the concerned student and on receiving the written explanation;
he/she shall call the meeting of the Disciplinary Committee to conduct an inquiry.

iv. In the process of enquiry, the student concerned shall be given full opportunity for his/her defence through
personal appearance.

v. The award of punishment shall be in accordance to the severity of the case and shall be in accordance to
award of punishment mentioned under clause 6.4. However, if any student found indulging in mal-practice
in mid-term examination, he/she shall be expelled from the examination hall for that particular course
following the procedure and he/she shall be declared failed in that course. If the student found indulging in
mal-practice in an end-term examination, he/she shall be declared as failed in all the courses registered in
that semester. In case he/she repeats such incidence, he/she shall be expelled from the College for the next
semester in addition to failing courses registered for that semester.

vi. The Dean shall take appropriate action on recommendation of the Disciplinary Committee duly approved
by the Vice chancellor.
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Chapter 7

Hostel Regulations and Conditions of Residence of the Students

7.1 Residence of the Students
i The Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural University, Jhansi shall be a residential University.

ii. Every student of the University shall reside in a Hostel of the University or in such other accommodation
required and managed by the University.

iii. Separate boys and girls hostel will be made available to accommodate the students. Residence in the hostel

(subject to availability of accommodation) will be compulsory for all students of the University. However,
hostel accommodation cannot be claimed as a matter of right.

iv. Notwithstanding anything contained in para i. and ii. above, a student may be allowed by the concerned Dean to
stay outside the hostel with his/her parent/guardian under special circumstances and on a specific written request
of the parent/guardian provided the place is within a reasonable distance from the college where the student is
residing.

The right of admission and residence in the hostel is reserved. A student may be refused accommodation or
deprived of accommodation already provided with, any time by the hostel authorities, without assigning any
reason thereof.

The admission and allotment of rooms in the hostel shall be on the basis of merit subject to availability of
rooms.

At the time of admission/registration, all students who wish to reside in the University hostel shall apply in
the prescribed form, to the Students Welfare Officer, for admission to a hostel.

The student has to produce the receipt of the hostel fee in each semester to the Hostel Warden, failing which
the accommodation will not be provided.

Every student will be provided with a cot, table, chair and other fittings. He/she shall be responsible for
safety of furniture and electric fittings provided to him/ her.

No item of furniture is to be removed from one room to the other without prior permission and authorisation
of hostel authorities.

On allotment and before occupying the room or at the time of change of room, each student should get the
furniture and electric fittings checked and should hand over all the furniture of his/her room to the hostel
authorities, while changing/ leaving the room.

Hostel accommodation once allotted cannot be changed except in very special circumstances with the
concurrence of the hostel authorities. No student can change his/her room without the permission of hostel
authorities.

No cooking, ironing, use of electric heater or lighting fire of any kind is permitted in hostel rooms. Defaulters
shall be fined Rs.200/- and the appliances will be confiscated.

While finally vacating the hostel, each student shall have to handover the charge of the room and other
articles issued to him/her and obtain a No Dues' certificate to that effect from the warden in-charge.

For leave or absence from the hostels, students shall obtain prior permission from the hostel wardens.
Students shall not remain absent from their rooms after 8.00 P.M. in winter and 9.00 P.M. in summer without
prior permission of the Warden In-charge/Assistant Warden.

Unauthorized absence from the hostel, even overnight, will be considered as indiscipline.

Student who wishes to be in the Laboratory after 10.30 P.M. for research work should obtain prior
permission from hostel authorities after due recommendations of their Guide/Head of the Division.

In case of students, remaining absent from the hostel without prior permission for a period of more than 15
days, the hostel authorities may open their rooms and get them vacated after preparing an inventory of the
articles found in the room and no claim for the loss or damage of personal articles shall be entertained.

7.4 Student's Guest

No student's guest(s)/ex-student(s) are permitted to stay in the hostel room occupied by him/her. However,
for limited guests (only close relatives of the students) accommodation facility can be availed by the
students on payment for a maximum period of 5 (five) days after depositing the amount in advance in the
office. The application form can be had from the Hostel Section during working hours.

Normally, no guest shall be allowed to stay for more than 5 days but in exceptional/unavoidable
circumstances, permission can be granted on merit by the Warden/Dean of the concerned College.
Non-Indian guests shall be admitted only after prior sponsorship and they shall be required to furnish
information regarding their nationality, passport number, period of stay in India, purpose of visit, etc.

Any student going outside the Institute/Campus/Centre for more than two months for any reason,
including temporary dropping, will have to vacate the hostel accommodation.

In the event of suspension or cancellation of registration of a student, he/she shall have to vacate the hostel
within twenty four hours of issue of such intimation/office order.

The student will have to vacate the hostel room and hand over the charge of room as well as other articles
issued to him/her and obtain a 'No Dues' certificate to that effect from the Warden In-charge at the time of
vacating the hostel.

Students will have to use their own locks and bulbs for the rooms allotted to them. Replacement of bulbs/
tube lights in the hostel room during the period of stay by a hosteller will be the responsibility of the
hosteller himself/herself.

No article of common use such as magazine, newspapers, common room/ gymnasium items, dining
utensils, etc. may be taken to the rooms by the residents in the hostels.

Fans and light in the rooms must be switched off before leaving the rooms to economize the electric
consumption

Students are not supposed to tamper with electrical installations. Any tempering with electrical
installations, switch board, etc. shall be considered as violation of hostel rules.

Students will not disturb residents by making noise or otherwise in the corridors or tuning
electrical/electronic gadgets if these are being used in a manner, interfering with the studies and comfort of
other inmates of the hostel.

The inmates of the hostel shall use the lavatories, bathrooms, wash basins, urinals, etc.,
properly/hygienically and cause no damage to various fixtures.

No resident is to insult/injure or appear to cause insult/injury to the feelings and sentiments of other
inmates.

Residents are not to organise themselves into groups or give cause to even appear to have done so, on the
basis of caste, colour, religion, and class consideration or on the basis of social or political philosophy.
Violation may lead to expulsion from the hostel.

Residents/boarders are to keep their rooms and surroundings neat and clean and make proper use of dust-
bins. Spitting in hostel compound, corridors, rooms, plucking of flowers, crossing of flowerbeds and lawns
are prohibited.

Students are required to cooperate with hostel staff, attendants/mess servants, etc. They are not authorised
to punish hostel workers. Any complaint of indiscipline or insult against them should be reported to the
hostel authorities for disciplinary action.

Hostellers are advised not to keep costly jewellery, gold, cash, etc. in their rooms. They themselves will be
responsible for the safety of their personal belongings.

Playing games on lawns/grounds other than those specified for the purposes is strictly prohibited.

It is compulsory for all the students to obtain identity cards from the university and they should carry the
identity cards with them to produce as and when required.

No cultural or social functions can be organised in the hostel premises without prior permission of hostel
authorities.

Residents are not to scribe anything on the walls and doors of hostel rooms and toilets. Sticking of posters
and distribution of unauthorized bills/pamphlets/posters/ notices by the residents are not permitted.

No dogs or pets are permitted to be kept in the rooms.

The hostel authorities shall not be responsible for any debts or dues to hostel messes, canteens and outside
shops incurred by the students.

Notices for the guidance of students shall be displayed on the hostel notice boards. Students are advised, in
their own interest, to read the notices regularly, ignorance of regulations and instructions shall not be an
excuse for non-compliance.

All cases of illness must be reported immediately to the Caretaker/Assistant Warden(s). In case of serious
illness, the Warden must be informed at once. The warden will arrange for suitable medical care and
inform the Dean and the parents/ guardian at the earliest.

Keeping of smacks, brown sugar or any other objectionable item such as alcoholic drinks or weapons,
lethal or otherwise, in the hostel rooms is not permissible. Students found in possession of the same shall
attract disciplinary action including legal prosecution.

XXi. The students residing in the hostel shall be required to abide by the hostel rules and other instructions, as
issued from time to time by the hostel authorities. Any breach of hostel rules and of such instructions will
render a student liable to disciplinary action.

XXii. Medical insurance of every student as decided by the University shall be mandatory by paying the

prescribed premium.

7.7 Additional Regulations for Ladies Hostel

In addition to the general regulations for residents, the following rules are also particularly applicable to the
residents of the Ladies Hostel for strict adherence.

Parents/guardians must submit to the Warden In-charge a list of relatives/outsiders along with their addresses
duly signed by them who are allowed to see the students and who can take them out.

All visitors to the Ladies Hostel are required to sign in the visitor's register on each visit to the hostel specially
kept for this purpose in the Girls Hostel and state their relation and purpose of visit. Their visit will be limited to
the Common Room only and not in the room of the student.

The following visiting hours shall be observed in case of girl residents:

a. Wednesday 3.00 P.M. to 6.00 P.M.
b. Holidays including Sundays 9.00 A.M. to 6.00 P.M.

However, the above visiting hours may be changed by the Hostel Warden with prior approval of the Students'
Welfare Officer.

Hostel Warden

Every hostel shall have a Warden, who will be responsible for the administration of the hostel and for
enforcement of the hostel rules.

The Warden will be appointed by the Students’ Welfare Officer in consultation with the Dean(s) concerned from

amongst the teachers, normally for a term of 2 years. The Warden(s) will be paid fixed amount and rent free

accommodation for this additional responsibility and mobile telephone facility. The Warden will have the

authority to enter the room of any student and also make a search of the room, when necessary. He/ She will also

have the authority, when the need arises, to break open the lock of any room and also to shift the belongings of a

student to any other place.

The Warden will have the authority to confiscate any unauthorised electric or other appliances or gadgets being

used by a student and also to impose or recommend the imposition of a fine for such un-authorised use.

Subject to instructions that may be issued, from time to time, by the Students' Welfare Officer, the Warden will

make allotment/re-allotment of rooms in the hostel and such allotment shall be final.

After the general allotment and at the beginning of each subsequent semester, the Hostel Warden shall send a

complete list of the students staying in his/her hostel along with their room numbers to the Students' Welfare

Officer and the Dean concerned.

Responsibilities of Warden

He/she will be responsible for the allotment of hostel rooms in accordance with the hostel rules and for the

maintenance of discipline within the hostel.

ii. He/she will attend the hostel office daily at least for one hour at a specified time, which will be notified on
the notice board for the information of the students. However, he/she can make surprise visits to
hostel/rooms.

iii. He/she will be responsible for the supervision of the working of the staff placed under him/her who shall
take order from him/her. He/ She will report to the Students' Welfare Officer for disciplinary action of any
instance of dereliction of duty or negligence or misbehaviour on the part of staff.

iv. He/she shall report to the University Medical Officer all cases of illness or accidental cases occurring within
Hostel only and ensure that the students concerned receive proper medical care. He/she will also inform the
Students' Welfare Officer regarding all such cases immediately.

v. He/she will inspect the kitchen, the dining room, the common room and other facilities, etc., regularly and
when any defect is noticed, he/she will have to take appropriate measures to set it right.

vi. He/she will appoint the Chief Prefect/ Prefects of the hostel, among the resident students on the basis of
merit and rank obtained in 3 year, as prescribed in the relevant rules and supervise their work.

vii. He/she shall ensure that no un-authorised person stays in the hostel and will issue permits for the stay of
guests in consultation with Chief Prefect/ Prefects under intimation to the Students' Welfare Officer.
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viii. He/she shall, with the help of his/her staff and/or Chief Prefect/Prefects, check the un-authorized and
misuse of electrical appliances.

ix. He/she will be responsible for the proper organisation and conduct of hostel functions, festivals, etc. within
the hostel, the Hostel Warden will be responsible to the Students' Welfare Officer for the maintenance of
discipline and good behaviour of the residents, and will keep the Students' Welfare Officer/Dean concerned
informed of all acts of indiscipline and misbehaviour and the action taken by him/her.

7.10 Conduct and Discipline

i.  Students shall maintain discipline and a peaceful atmosphere in the Hostel.

ii. A student may be fined or expelled from the hostel, rusticated or expelled from the college or subjected to
other suitable punishment, depending on the circumstances by the authority competent to impose such
penalty for the following reasons:

Misbehaviour of any kind including disrespectful conduct towards officials and fellow residents.

Teasing and harassing other students and/or use of violence.

Stealing or pilfering Hostel/University property or the property of other students.

Unruly conduct or rowdyism.

Writing on the walls or other parts of the hostel building or sticking of posters or distribution of un-

authorised handbills or notices.

Making noise and or creating other disturbance, including the use of transistor, etc. in such a manner as

to disturb others.

g. Participating or causing others to participate in strikes, demonstrations for disturbance of any kind or
behaving or causing others to behave in such a manner as to bring the Hostel/College/University into
disrepute.

iii.  All hostel inmates are expected to conduct in following manner:

a.  While visiting the Common Room, Dining Hall and the Canteen, the students shall be in proper
dress.

b.  Students shall use or handle with care all property belonging to hostel. When a student is found
guilty of wilful damage to hostel property, the Hostel Warden may recover the cost of repair or
replacement and, in addition, also impose a fine or recommend the imposition of a fine depending
on the circumstances. The amount, thus, realised shall be credited to the Hostel

c.  All rooms in the hostel shall be open for inspection by the Hostel Warden/Students' Welfare
Officer/Dean at any time during the day or night.

d.  Students shall not abuse, maltreat or assault hostel employees, including mess servants and
employees of the canteen, if any.

e.  All dealings of students with fellow-students and others shall be courteous. Quarrels or disputes
with fellow-students shall be avoided. Students shall not under any circumstances, take the law in
their own hands, but report such cases in writing to the Hostel Warden.

7.11 Disciplinary Action
The powers of disciplinary action of the Warden, Students' Welfare Officer and the Dean shall be as under, the
punishment depending on the nature and severity of the offence:
i. The Warden
a. Warning in consultation with Student Welfare Officer
b. Fine upto Rs. 2,000/- in.
¢. Recommendation for expulsion from the hostel on account of indiscipline and non-payment of
hostel/mess to the Dean of the College concerned in consultation with Student Welfare Officer. To
recover the cost of the damaged property of hostel from the defaulters.
ii. The Students’ Welfare Officer
a. All the punishments as listed above at i b. Fine upto Rs. 5,000/- in consultation with Student
Welfare Officer
b. Recommendation for expulsion from the hostel on account of indiscipline and non-payment of
hostel/mess to the Dean of the College concerned.

Fine upto Rs. 10,000/-
Placement on Conduct Probation in consultation with Student Welfare Officer
Temporary or permanent withdrawal of fellowship, financial aid, etc
Removal/debarring from part-time employment

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7.12 Hostel Management Committee

i.  Every hostel shall have a Hostel Committee consisting of the Hostel Warden, who shall be the Chairman,
Prefect(s), Common Room Secretary and Mess Manager(s).

ii.  The Hostel Committee shall meet at least twice every month or earlier, if it is necessary.

iii. The Hostel Warden shall consult this committee on all matters relating to the welfare of the hostel
residents including ragging, maintenance and management of the Common Room, Kitchen(s), Canteen (if
any), purchase of newspapers and magazines, organisation of functions, etc.

iv.  The Hostel Warden will communicate to the Students' Welfare Officer under intimation to the Dean
concerned, the proceedings of all these meetings, drawing his/her attention to the grievances or
difficulties experienced by the students and to their complaints or suggestions so that these may be
attended to promptly.

7.13 Utilization of Funds

All hostel funds, including: (a) hostel maintenance fund, (b) hostel utensils and crockery breakage fund,
(c) common room fund, (d) heater charges, (e) electricity and water charges, will be operated by the Students' Welfare
Officer who shall keep the money in a current account in a bank authorised by the University.
I. The Students' Welfare Officer is authorised to make purchase/incur expenditure of the hostel funds for the
following purposes:
i. Electricity and Water charges: Payment of electricity and water charges.
ii. Hostel maintenance fund: Purchase of stationery, repair of hostel furniture, hiring and cartage of
furniture, etc.

iii. Common room fund: (a) Purchase of newspapers and magazines and equipments for indoor games and
repair of such equipments, (b) repair of television set/subscription fee for channels, and (c) organization
of hostel functions and other festivals, including hostel competitions and incidental expenditure relating
there to, including refreshment, award of prizes, renting of loud-speakers, shamianas, furniture, crockery,
etc., and any other expenditure relating to the promotion of co-curricular activities in the hostel.

iv. Utensil fee: Purchase, replacement, maintenance, repair and tinning of utensils, crockery and cutlery.

v. Other funds: Any other expenditure relating to the welfare of residents of the hostel.

II. The Students' Welfare Officer will have the authority to write-off or declare any article purchased out of
hostel funds as unserviceable and order its disposal in the best interest of the hostel. Any amount realized
through such disposal shall be credited to the appropriate hostel fund.

7.14 Appointment and Duties of Hostel Prefect

Prefects will be appointed every year by the Warden from amongst senior students of good standing to assist him
in the administration of the hostel. There shall be one Prefect for each floor/wing of the hostel, subject to a maximum of
three Prefects per hostel and one of them shall be declared as Chief Prefect. The prefect of the hostel shall be exempted
from the payment of Hostel room rent.
The Prefect shall perform the following duties:
1. Take the roll call of the hostel residents in his/her block/wing, as prescribed in these rules and report to the
Warden about all the absentees at the time of the roll-call as well as about absentees during the whole night.

2. Failure of Prefect to report such cases to the Warden will amount to a gross negligence on his/her part for which
the Warden may remove him/her from his/her Prefectship.

3. To ensure that all hostel rules are observed by the students of his/her block/wing and bring to the notice of the
Warden any breach of these rules by any student in that block/wing.\

4. To look after the sanitation of his/her block/wing and bring to the notice of the Warden any failure or negligence
of the sanitary staff of the hostel in the performance of their duties.

5. To be available and approachable by all students of his/her wing/block and to show interest in their welfare
activities.

6. To report to the Warden and Medical Officer every case of illness and to ensure that the sick student is taken
care of promptly.

7. In the performance of his/her duties, the Prefect shall use persuasive and not coercive methods, and shall not
under any circumstances take the law into his/her own hands.

7.15 Electricity Charges/Gadgets

i Electric bulbs are not supplied by the University in the hostel rooms and students  should bring them at their
own.
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iv.

The use of heaters, electric rod, kettles and other appliances without the prior written permission of the
Hostel Warden is strictly prohibited. Un-authorised use is punishable by confiscating the appliance/gadgets,
and/or a fine.

Light and electric heaters shall be switched off when not in use. No student shall at any time lock his room
with the light or heater on.

Tempering with the electric installations shall be treated as a serious offence. When there is need for carrying
out a repair, the electrician of the University should be called in.

7.16 Furniture and Equipment

Students shall keep their rooms neat and tidy and shall be responsible, jointly and individually, for the
furniture issued to them and for the fittings present in their rooms at the time of occupation. If a student
observes any damage or defect in the furniture issued to him/her or in the permanent fittings in his/her room
or finds anything missing at the time he/she occupies the room, it shall be his/her duty to bring it to the
notice of the Hostel Warden failing which it will be presumed that everything was in order at the time of
occupation.

Furniture shall not be removed from one room to another. The furniture belonging to the Common Room or
the Dining Hall or the hostel office or the Hostel Guest Room shall not be taken out or brought into the
living rooms.

When the student vacates his/her room before the summer break or after withdrawal or expulsion, he/she
shall return to the Hostel Warden all hostel furniture and other property issued to him/her, failing which
he/she shall be liable to pay the entire cost of such furniture or other property.

7.17 Night Roll-Call

The night roll-call will be taken by the concerned Prefect at 9.00 P.M. in winter and 10.00 P.M. in
summer. Every student must be present in his/her room to avoid inconvenience to the Prefect at the time of
roll-call.
A student found absent at the time of the roll-call, without making any entry in the register, shall be liable
to a fine of Rs. 10.00 per absence. The fine list shall be put up on the Notice Board at the end of each
month.
The names of the residents found absent from the hostel without the prior permission of the Hostel Warden
shall be communicated to their parents/guardians under intimation to the concerned Dean/Students'
Welfare Officer.
No hostel resident shall stay outside the hostel for the night without permission of the Hostel Warden.
However, the student who wishes to go out of the hostel for a few hours in the evening for any bonafide
purpose and may not return in time for the roll-call, may do so after making the following entries in the
register kept for the purpose with the Watchman:

a. Date
. Name
Room Number
Time of leaving the hostel
Reason for leaving the hostel and

f. Probable time of return.
Absence from the hostel during the night, without the permission of the Hostel Warden, will be deemed to
be an act of indiscipline and punished accordingly. Where a student is found to be guilty of such an
offence too often, the Hostel Warden may recommend his/her expulsion from the hostel.
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7.18 Leave Rules

Leave for the absence from the College shall not automatically entitle a student to leave the hostel
without the permission of the Hostel Warden. When a student wishes to leave the hostel for one or more
days or nights, he/she may apply to the Hostel Warden in writing and get his/her permission.

Leave should be got sanctioned before it is availed of.

A student absenting himself/herself from the hostel, without getting his/her leave sanctioned, may be
subjected to a fine of minimum Rs 50/- per day or other disciplinary action.

7.19 Maintenance of Lawns and Cleanliness

The lawns around the hostel are meant for the benefit of the students and for improving the appearance of
the hostels. Students are expected to help and to take interest in their maintenance. They shall avoid
crossing the lawns and shall use only the passages that are provided. Hedges shall not be tempered with
nor flowers be plucked.

Cycling in the lawns and verandas is strictly prohibited.

Spitting, except at places meant for such purposes is strictly prohibited.
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CHAPTER -8
Rules & Regulations for Prevention and Prohibition of Ragging

The University shall implement UGC regulations on curbing the menace of ragging in higher educational institutions,
2009. (Under Section 26 (1) (g) of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956) circulated vide F.1-16/2007(CPP-II)
Dated 17th June, 2009 and as amended from time to time.

CHAPTER -9
SAVINGS

9.1 No regulation made by the Academic Council, concerning the undergraduate studies shall limit or bridge the
powers of the Academic Council to deal with any case(s) of any student or students in such a manner as it may
appear to be just and equitable.

9.2 Any modification in these regulations made from time to time by the Academic Council would be effective from
the dates as may be decided by the Academic Council to all the students, who are on roll on that day or
subsequent dates, as decided by the Academic Council. Any modifications made by the sixth Dean’s
Committee/ ICAR shall be effective, as may be decided by the Academic Council.

9.3 In the event of any difficulty arising at any time in the implementation of these regulations or in interpretation
thereof, the decision of the Academic Council /Chairman shall be final and binding on all concerned.

9.4 In case of any emergency, the Chairman of Academic Council shall have the authority to take appropriate decision
that shall be placed before the next Academic Council Meeting for information.
